Inky black and impenetrable color with highly perfumed 
aromas of five spice, pink peppercorn, mulberry and 
sage. Fragrant black tea, juicy blackberry and ripe black 
cherry. Supple and elegant on the palate with surprising 
finesse. Typical Fuerza structure with a massive quantity 
of remarkable high-quality tannins: ultra fine and 
delicately layered like cocoa powder. Dark chocolate 
covered Luxardo cherries rolled in espresso grounds. I 
love the dichotomy between dark and brooding 
alongside suave and refined. Foot in both worlds. 
Perhaps my favorite Fuerza since Humberto made the 
first modern-era Fuerza in 2014. Poised and poetic wine. 
Will make Petit Verdot lovers of us all.
